Greetings Parishioners and Friends of St. Mary’s, 
 
The entire text of the second reading from St Paul today is taken from an early Christian hymn that highlights Christ as crea-
tor and redeemer.  Like many hymns, it was written to teach something of Jesus and His life.  In the Colossian community, 
Christ's role in salvation was being undermined by teachers who had begun stressing the importance of angels in a way that 
lessened Christ's unique role in salvation.   

Paul cites this hymn to attack that error and to stress the pre-existence of Christ who is the "first-born" of creation, the One 
through whom everything in heaven and on Earth was made.  And that includes every category of angels - thrones, domin-
ions, and so on.  The hymn proclaims that there is no other spiritual power that can compete with Christ, for all things visible 
and all things invisible were "created through Him and for Him." 

Today we live in an extremely materialistic world.  There are many "gods" that compete for our time, devotion and atten-
tion.  Let us never fail to see that it is in Christ that we find true peace and happiness; even as our world tries to 
convince us otherwise.

Summertime means parties, picnics, fun and food. While 
we all enjoy a great burger or ice cream cone, it is impor-
tant to remember to try and eat as healthy as we can. This 
especially applies to children. If they aren't getting any  
exercise like they do during school or they don't play sports 
in the summer, their bodies do feel the impact. Healthy 
summer snacking is also important as well.  The trick is to 
getting children to limit the high calorie snacks to no more 
than twice a week. Things such as lemonade for example, 
16 ounces can have up to 198 calories and up to 51 grams 
of sugar. (Yikes! that is one of my summertime favorites!) A 
corn dog and fries can have up to 770 calories and 1600 
milligrams of sodium! Instead, try having healthy snacks 
handy especially when traveling. The extra planning and 
packing of treats will TAKE more TIME, but it will GIVE 
them more TIME because of a healthier life. Try eating at 
regular intervals and discourage them from grazing all day 
long. Remember that liquid calories count too. Keep water 
handy to avoid buying sodas, or high calorie drinks. Con-
coct a refreshing, low sugar spritzer with equal parts of 
100% fruit juice and club soda, or add cut up lemons, 
limes, berries, or oranges to water and let it flavor the   
water.  
 
Some other summer snacks that offer good nutrition for the 
calories are: 
 

1.  Any frozen treat under 150 calories per serving, such as 
fudge bars, fruit bars, "light" and "slow churned" ice creams 
and sherbet. 
 

2.  Homemade frozen fruit pops made with 100% fruit juice 
and frozen berries. (Great activity for the kids to make 
these.) 
 

3.  Fruit and  low fat yogurt parfaits. 
 

4.  Frozen fruit such as chunks of watermelon, cantaloupe, 
and honeydew with low fat fruit yogurt for dipping. 
 

5.  Homemade smoothies made with milk or yogurt, fresh 
fruit, and crushed ice mixed in a blender. 
 

6.  Homemade trail mix. Mix single serve low fat microwave 
popcorn with shelled pistachios and dried fruit such as  
raisins or cranberries. 
 

7.  Mini whole wheat bagels spread with peanut, almond, 
cashew, or sunflower seed butter. 
 

8.  Sliced red and green bell peppers, baby carrots, and 
hummus for dipping. 
 

9.  Whole fresh strawberries dipped in melted DARK 
chocolate.
