Choosing a Home Health Aide can be a stressful and a time
consuming job. Finding the best and most affordable care for
loved ones is always the motivating factor. It is important to do
the research and to reach out for help. The Internet has in-
creased our ability to tap into our resources. But what are we
to look for? Often | am approached by individuals regarding
home services. The pointers below will hopefully guide you if
you have the need for assistance in the home.

1. Assess your options. Before beginning the
search for a home health aide, determine if you must pay for
the services or if insurance can cover some or all of the ex-
pense. If you are fortunate enough to have insurance cover-
age, be sure to find services or agencies that are approved.

2. Determine your needs. Find an agency that of-
fers services that fulfill your personal and physical needs.

Write down the needs and the hours when you would need
help. Refer to this list later as you interview agencies. Keep a
notebook on your prospects, prices, questions, and needs.

3. Begin your search for a qualified home health
aide with neighbors, friends, and family, and parish nurse!
Contact your local agency or senior citizens services such as
the local senior center. Don't overlook volunteer organizations.
They might not be able to offer the care you need, but they
might offer caregiver respite services and short-term care.

4. Interview the home agencies before committing
to their service. If Medicare is paying for the services (skilled
care, etc.), make sure the agency you choose is Medicare
certified. Make sure the agency has state licensing, is bonded
and insured, and that all aides are certified (whether it is
covered by insurance or if you are self-paying this is very
important).

5. Request references, descriptions and rates for
the services offered. Find out if the agency has written care

plans that are used and updated on a regular basis. Inquire
about care updates with family members, even if they are long
distance.

6. Make sure you understand how the agency
handles dissatisfaction with an aide, since you must
be comfortable with the aide. Continuity of care is very
important as well.

Always remember that you have the right to ask questions and
get the answers you need to feel comfortable about the
choices you make. There are written resource books with
many agency and community services that are available to
you' The Western Reserve Office on Aging is a great resource
as well. There are many private care companies and it is
important to take your time choosing one. You and your loved
ones are worth the time, effort, and money invested. (Excerpts
taken from www.eHOW.com.)

| was talking with someone the other day and we were speaking of the difficulty of finding places of

silence in this world of ours. We have been conditioned to think we must have quiet to pray and so
prayer becomes difficult. As we spoke, it suddenly occurred to me that maybe what we need to do is pray the noise, only we’ll call it
“sounds” not noise. We stopped right then and tried it.

As | reflected on that sound it became a reminder of
the spiritual journey | am on and my thoughts became prayers for the journey. Suddenly, the whole idea of praying sound became very
real.
