Greetings Parishioners and Friends of St. Mary’s, 
  
 One of the main responsibilities of being a disciple of Jesus is to pray.  Clearly, as today’s gospel passage tells 
us, Jesus’ disciples ask Him to teach them how to pray…and thus The Lord’s Prayer –    according to Luke, entered their 
lives and ours.  It is a prayer that can last us a lifetime.  The words should cause us to reflect not only upon the hallowed pres-
ence of God in our lives, but also the role we have to welcome and forgive our brothers and sisters in Christ.

How are love handles linked to heart disease? Fat depos-
ited around your middle, also called visceral fat, lies inside 
the abdominal wall, surrounding key organs. This firm fat is a 
different animal from the fat covering legs and buttocks. Vis-
ceral fat is dangerous because it is metabolically active. It 
directly impacts your body chemistry. In contrast, the fat pad-
ding on our behinds and thighs is warehoused until our bod-
ies need to burn it for energy. Stanley Hazen, MD, PhD, head 
of Preventative Cardiology and Rehabilitation at the Cleve-
land Clinic Heart and Vascular Clinic, says there are three 
ways that visceral fat affects your heart. 
  
1.  Visceral fat wraps around your liver, interfering with 
insulin production and promoting diabetes, which is a 
strong risk factor of heart disease. 
 
2.  It lowers healthy HDL cholesterol while raising your 
lethal LDL cholesterol. This encourages the accumulation of 
sticky plaque on the walls of your heart's arteries. 
 

3. Belly fat pumps out hormones and proteins, promoting 
inflammation, a major contributor to many health prob-
lems. When hidden plaque becomes inflamed, it can burst. 
Platelets and blood clotting molecules drawn to the site form 
a plug that can block the artery walls and cause a heart    
attack.  Most women collect fat around their hips and buttocks 
developing a pear shape. Most men collect it around their 
bellies, developing an apple shape. So, men tend to accumu-
late more visceral fat. To find out the kind of shape you are in, 
calculate your waist to hip ratio. Measure your waist where it 
is narrowest and your hips where they are widest. Then    
divide the waist measurement by the hip measurement. If you 
are a male and the ratio is above 1.0 or females with a ratio 
above .8 you've got an apple shape and are at a greater risk 
for heart problems. Ways to correct this accumulation of   
visceral fat: do aerobic exercising—like jogging—for 30     
minutes a day, five days a week. It will make a difference!

Celebrate the Feasts

All through the year, we find that the church provides us with saints to celebrate on particular days. 
Not that we can’t ask help from each of them every day, but just to remind us from time to time of a 

grace which one or another has practices that might be helpful on our spiritual journey. July 26th is a day to celebrate the parents     
of Our Lady, Anne and Joachim. We don’t know much about these two people, but if we can imagine Mary being raised in a typical 
Jewish household, we can get a sense of what they would have been like. 
 

Often when we see illustrations of St. Anne and Mary, the child Mary stands at her knee as Anne teaches her. Yet much of the teach-
ing to be done would have been much more active than that. Mary would have been beside her mother from the time she was first 
able to walk—watching, absorbing knowledge, doing whatever part of the task of which she might be capable. Her parents did not 
realize they were raising the Mother of God so she simply learned the tasks of Jewish motherhood. Of utmost importance would have 
been an understanding of her faith and how it was to be celebrated, but household chores would also have been high on the list. In 
the home of Anne and Joachim, Mary led a simple, practical life and when the time came for her to say “Yes” to Gabriel’s request, 
she was ready. 
 

So what might the lesson be for us? I invite you to spend some time of this feast reflecting on the simple life that prepared Mary for 
divine motherhood. As you go through the day, pray the ordinary things you do each day and allow your spirit to ask the question, 
“Where is God present in each of these activities?” As always, don’t forget to listen for the answer.
