Have you ever wondered what will become of all you have created, accomplished, and dreamed once your life is over?
Such was the question that haunted the writer of our first reading for this weekend — The Book of Ecclesiastes. The passage
begins with: “Vanity of vanities, says Qoheleth, vanity of vanities!

We are all creatures of habit. Unfortunately, when we acquire
a bad habit, it is extremely difficult to break. At the same time,
we find it difficult to create good habits, even though we know
that deep in our hearts they are the right thing to do! Without a
doubt, substance abuse is among the hardest habit to break.
Anything that has tension-reducing properties but is classically
self-destructive is difficult. Compulsive behaviors such as gam-
bling, shopping, internet use, smoking and overeating for exam-
ple can be just as difficult to break. According to Dr. Scott Bea
from the Cleveland Clinic's Behavioral Health Center, these
types of behaviors are "potently reinforcing, yet their effects
wear off quickly, so we are prone to repeat them over and over
again". People know they want to change. They know they
need to change. But, they resist even to their own detriment
sometimes. These steps might help you or someone you
know to get on the right path to kick a bad habit.

»Prepare for discomfort: First and foremost, you have to
prepare yourself to feel uncomfortable whether the goal is
weight loss, better nutrition, improved physical fithess or any
number of positive behavior changes that can lead to a health-
ier lifestyle.
»Have a game plan: Include a target date to begin, a target
behavior you want to change, how you're going to change that
behavior and a method to track your successes. You want to
assess obstacles and pitfalls that could become roadblocks
(this could include well-meaning family and friends).
» Avoid talking yourself out of starting: Self talk like, "I'll
start tomorrow, or now is a bad time with my busy schedule",
need to be avoided.
»Set realistic goals: One of the biggest mistakes people
make when they vow to change their habits is doing more than
they can handle. For instance, the vow might be to use the
treadmill every day. By starting off running for 30 minutes the
first time and getting injured or pushing too much too fast, one
could cause the goal to fail.
» Establish _incentives: Incentives are very motivating espe-
cially when doing something uncomfortable. Put a dollar in a jar
every time you engage in a positive behavior or accomplish a
goal. Have fun spending the cash on a positive thing for your-
self later on.
» Maintain your goals: Dr. Bea suggest keeping an index card
with all the good reasons to stay with a behavioral change.
» Create absolute barriers: Adopting good nutritional habits or
kicking the smoking habit might be your goal. Help yourself suc-
ceed at this by only having good foods and no cigarettes in your
home to tempt you.
»Stay in the here and now: Doing things for long-term goals
such as a wedding of a child can be motivating to lose some
weight. But it can also add extra stress. Live in the present
moment and get through the day one day at a time.
» Try again: Just like the saying, "if at first you don't succeed,
try, try, again”.
» Recognize that it’s a journey: When your reach your goal,
the next step is to adopt a maintenance schedule or go into a
"prevent a relapse prevention mode."
»Success begets success: Believing in one's own effective-
ness and ability to chart one's course is a huge benefit!
